The meeting came to order and those attending introduced themselves.  There was a motion and second to approve the Minutes of the June meeting; motion carried.
John Lansford introduced Jim Rieske as the incoming Chairman of the Operating Committee.  Jim Rieske said he has attended these Committee meetings since 1996 and welcomed the opportunity to serve on the committee as it deals with day-to-day issues of the one call process.

OCC Report – Nicole Bradley gave the report and it is attached.

John Lansford introduced Derek Leffert, recently hired as MOCS’ Field Manager, to replace Bill Dexheimer who is retiring at the end of the year; MOCS is reviewing with Bill the possibility of working part-time.
An Excavator Newsletter will be mailed soon to 26,600.

A presentation of IMAP will be made to the Board of Directors in October.

MOCS is preparing the 2008 Operating Budget.

The MOCS Legislative Committee met recently with a number of contractor groups.  Some of MOCS’ members would like to have legislation dealing with the following:

Not counting the day the request is made in the working days; clarify life of a ticket; operator to ask fewer questions; and other housecleaning language.  Contractor groups will pursue having all governmental bodies with underground facilities on state right-of-way must belong to the one-call system; having liability on owners for mismarking or not marking facilities; owners to install tracer wire on new facilities; and giving the depth at the time of locate if it is known.

He said OCC is researching the use of text messaging instead of the courtesy phone call made for dig-ups or emergencies.

He reported the Project Committee had met concerning developing a ticket banner for project request, but need to decide on the perimeters before continuing.

The Disaster Planning Committee also met and John Lansford said the call center is prepared should a disaster occur here; the building is concrete and the vendor can switch to another state’s call center if power is off.  MOCS met with the Missouri Emergency Services Agency regarding possibility of addressing disaster procedures in legislation.  Another meeting will take place regarding this.

Other Items – The issue of mapping and up-to-date maps for contractors was discussed.  MOCS is constantly updating the base map.
A problem of doing multiple locates for contractors to use in submitting bids was discussed.  A possible deterrent would be to bill back for these; or to contact the offenders to point out the problems this causes for the facility owner; or asking for a pre-bid or pre-construction meeting at which all can attend.

Arch York said he is involved with Best Practices of the Common Ground Alliance and is trying to find a Best Practices solution for identification of unknown/abandoned facilities other than re-notifying members when it is found that none own the facility.  John Lansford, Jeff Trampleasure, Arch York and Jim Rieske will attempt to find a solution.

John Lansford said a MOCS member municipality is issuing citations when an excavator is found digging without making a locate request.

John Lansford asked everyone to look up the DIRT program on the CGA website.

Next Meeting would be December 20, but since this is close to Christmas and if there are no important issues to take up, the meeting may be cancelled.  Check MOCS website for this information.
