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Practice Statement:
Service lines are marked prior to excavation by the operator that uses the service line in the course of pursuing a business enterprise.

Practice Description:
A service line is a type of underground facility connected to a main facility that is used by an operator to transport material or provide a service to someone other than another operator of like kind or themselves within a ROW, easement, or allowed access through private property, in the course of pursuing a business enterprise.  Owners or users of the service lines on private property usually do not have knowledge as to the exact location of these facilities nor the means to locate them.  Operators have the ability, opportunity, incentive, and vested interest in damage prevention and safety to mark those service lines specific to their industry and business enterprise prior to excavation.
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
